DATA QUALITY ASSESSMENT & TRACKING

Criteria -

Rules - autormated, fine by kne data check (9.g., bene birth date) assessed through the OD. Rules have errors. Lower priority for states 1o fix
Travels with measures.

Me - non-automated, inferential data check; holistic, provides context 1o get the full picture of the data problem (e.g., data patterns).
Moasures have issues. Highest priority to fix; appear on State Data Quality Monthly Tracking Report and could impact funding. Complements
rules.

Issues - if a measure is flagged problematic

Errors - a viclation of a rule

Tiers - a way of categorizing rules; generally more for dev-related neads, less themed

Data Quality Score - inticator of a state's success at meeting CMS expectations for data compliance. Noted by color: red, biue, yellow,

State Data Quality Monthly Tracking Report - how CMS communicates T-MSIS data quality issues 1o stales. For states, report is the “goid
source” for all flagged data quakty issues and how 10 resolve them. Report is tied to the assessment map and state funding. Contains the same
information as in the 0D,

State Plan of Action (SPOA) - whare data quality issues are communicated and documented. For example, states may provide evidence where
data s accurate and Mathematica may come back and vet It. “This i & source of our truth.”

* Qutcomes Based Assessment, or OBA, s an improved assassment framework 10 review T-MSIS data qualty, This wil Mealy
replace the TP framawork (T-MSIS Prionty lems) bagnning In 2022,

* OBA will assess states on around 550 high and critical prioeity DQ checks (measures and rules). Thess indwidual checks will
include the same checks that are used as a part of the TPI assessment. However, rather than “TP| categories”®, the checks will
be grouped into infuilive categories based on file and lopic area.

2. What changes can | expect with OBA7

* What is changing:

* The man change is the mtroduction of OBA categories. OBA uses the same data quality measures and rules included
in TPIs bu! organizes them inta new categories that align with the data content. This can help states better identify
underlying patterns and causes of data qualty issues.

* OBA also introduces a naw data quality review framework that is basad on the number of open data quality issues rather
than the number of ocpen categonies of issues (1.8, TPI),

* What's not changing:

* CMS will continue to communicate data quallty issues 10 states in the state cata quality report on the Operations
Dashboard.

* The data quality measures and validation rules that may appear in the state dala quality report, the structure of the data
quality repoet, and the frequency of updates to the report will not ge with this pr d assessment method.
3. Why is CMS implementing a new T-MSIS DQ assessment framework?
* O8A is an improved assessment framework proposed in response 10 state and other stakeholder feedback and is mtended to be
a more accurate assessment of a state's data qualtty.
* Under the TP| framework, which assesses data quality based on the number of open cafegones, states with 1 or 20 data quaity
is5u8s open under the same TP category would be assessed equally, and a state with 5 open TP1 categories with one opan
Issue each would be assessed more poorly than a state with 10 open issues under one TP category. The OBA framework
5565565 data qualty based on the number of open issues, which provides a more accurate and falr assessment of data quaity,

* OBA also incorporates & “critical” issue priority, which enables states to focus on faang the most sevare data quaity lssues.

5. How long until OBA Is used in my APD?

* States will continue 1o be evaluated on TP at least through December 31, 2021, OBA is anticipated 10 be incorporated into APD’

6. How is my assessmant calculated?
* OBA uses three criteria 10 reviaw your stata's data quality: OBA revs issues considerad Critical-Priority. Issues considerad
High-Prionty, and a subsat of high-prionty Issues tagged In the Expenditures category. States must meet or exceed the target for
all three critera.

* 1 - Critical-Priority Criteria — Targel: 100%

* The percentage ol critical data quality checks that indicate there is no potential data quality issue must be 100%, Le. the

state must have 2eco open critical issues to meet this crileria,
* 2 - Migh-Prionty Criteria ~ Target 95%

* The percentage of high priority checks (of the total universe of high priority checks) that indicate there is no potential
data qualty issue must be 98% or higher. In other words, the state must have fawer than 1% of the high priority data
quality chacks flagged as a potential data quadty issue on their data qualty report to meet this criteria.
